STUDENT VISA Students enrolling in a minimum 24-lesson per week course are eligible to receive an I-20 form in order to apply
for a student visa in their country.

ACADEMIC TUTORING At all ELC centers, teachers provide students with additional academic help, free of charge, during
designated hours.
