PAYMENTS

Payments may be made by bank transfer or credit card and must be received
in full 14 days prior to the course start date. A non-refundable deposit must be
paid immediately upon booking.

Payment
must include all bank transfer charges (including intermediary bank charges).

VISAS

EC cannot be held responsible for decisions taken by embassies or
immigration officials regarding entry visas or visa extensions. Visa advice can
only be given by the appropriate Embassy, Consulate or High Commission.
Students should contact their local Embassy, Consulate or High Commission
to ensure they are allowed to enter and study in their chosen location. Students
must maintain a valid visa status or their course will be terminated.

Itis the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that the most updated
regulations / processes are being followed. EC cannot be held responsible for
any visa regulation changes which occur after the booking has been confirmed
in compliance with the then existing regulations.

Students who require a visa/temporary residence permit may not be able

to shorten or extend their course due to the terms of their visa/ temporary
residence permit. A visa document courier fee or international priority postal
fee is charged each time documents have to be sent by courier or US Priority
International shipping.

EC VIRTUAL

PAYMENTS

Payments may be made by bank transfer or credit card and must be received
in full 3 working days prior to the course start date. A one-week tuition deposit
must be paid immediately upon booking by credit card or by bank transfer.

No new bookings will be received after Wednesday for programs starting

the following Monday.A booking confirmation will only be sent when the full
payment has been received.

REFUND AND CANCELLATION FEES
